BASIC TRAINING CLASSES

Fun Foundation 1 (FF1): Positive Reinforcement | A prerequisite to many of the Happy Dog Classes

With positive reinforcement training using the clicker/marker you can build a solid foundation for your dog to advance
in any training venue and at home. You will learn the basics of how to use the clicker to help develop a “thinking dog”
who is confident, engaged and looking to learn his next job or trick in order to please you as his handler.
Clicker/marker training is one of the best tools you can have in your “dog training toolbox”. Classes are limited to 6.
Prerequisite: None.

FUN Foundation 2 (FF2): Building Bonds for Success

Establishing a FUN Foundation is the beginning of a long and beautiful relationship with your dog. This is the second
class in the FUN Foundation series. In this class, we will focus on the basics of obedience, troubleshoot behavior
concerns and train some fun tricks AND have funl We will work in a small class for optimal success. Classes are
limited to 6. Prerequisite: Fun Foundation 1.

Fun Foundation 3 (FF3): The Proof is in the Pudding | Proofing Our Obedience Foundations | Advanced Skills
In this class we will build on the foundation we began in FF2. We will develop from the basics of obedience and proof
our most important skills: the recall & stay. We will work in a small class setting and 1 on 1 for optimal success. Each



six-week session includes 1 - one on one session per dog and handler. Classes are limited to 6. Prerequisite: Fun
Foundation 1 and 2.

Puppy Manners & Socialization

Riding in the car nicely, potty training, sit stay down, chase game, out game, bite inhibition, jumping up, loose leash
walking, recall. The “how tos” of being a good social dog. Classes are limited to 6. Prerequisite: Puppies ages 13
weeks to 4 months.

AGILITY

Agility from the Ground Up

In this class we will develop critical groundwork, an introduction to handling, and critical skills for a successful agility
career. We will develop the key foundation for agility that often is overlooked. Dogs: All ages & level of competition
are welcome, exercise will be gauged accordingly. Classes are limited to 6. Prerequisite: I-gun Foundation 1.

Agility: Contacts, Weaves & Jumping
Classes are limited to 6. Prerequisite: Over one year old and Fun Foundation 1 or Instructor Approval.

SPECIAL TOPICS IN TRAINING & BEHAVIOR

Managing a Reactive Dog

Is your dog reactive or aggressive towards other dogs, on or off leash? This class will discuss the reasons behind his
behavior, provide an introduction to clicker training, teach management techniques so you can be more confident in
public. We will also use “therapy dogs” to teach your dog how to react more appropriately when encountering other
dogs. Classes are limited to 6. Prerequisite: None.



See Spot Come
This three week class will help you get your dog to come to you reliably, without hesitation. Coming when called may

be the most important skill that you teach you dog - it could save his life. Classes are limited to 6. Prerequisite: Fun
Foundation 1.

Special Topics in Behavior

This class will build upon your foundation and address specific trouble behavior you may face with you dogs: jumping
up, excessive barking, begging at the table, pulling on the leash, running away from the owner and more. The last
class will be an open forum to address specific issues and questions. Classes are limited to 6. Prerequisite: Fun
Foundation 1.
